Families of Prisoners

Doing Time on the Outside: Incarceration and family
life in urban Americaby Donald Braman. (362.8295.
B815). The author of this book illustrates how plug-
ishment of lawbreakers ends up also punishing &hild
families, and often entire communities that areschin
poverty and drug addiction. Braman, trained aaran
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thropologist, takes a close look at a number ofilffasin
the Washington, DC area who have been touched anc
scarred by the experience of an incarcerated family
member. While the author acknowledges the need to
control and punish crime, he points out some otiiha-
tended consequences of a system that does notlprovi
desperately needed drug treatment for offenders who
find themselves unable to integrate back into thra-c
munity in a healthy way. despite strong motivatidhis
book expertly balances individuals’ stories witthar-
ough discussion of the current climate of crime pad-
ishment in America.

Human Evolution

The Journey of Man: A genetic odyssby Spencer
Wells. (599.938.W456 2003) The

author of this book, a British geneti g2

cist, calls it a “detective story.” Re-
cent scientific discoveries about thi
information hiding in our chromo-
somes allows us to learn more thal
ever about the age, characteristics
and geographic distribution of hu-
mankind. But in addition to his knowledge of bioypg
Wells uses archaeological data and an informedimaag
tion to tell the reader much about what our eaniyes-
tors’ lives and migrations might have been like.

A Novel about International
Adoption and Immigration
Digging to Americaby Anne

Tyler (813.54.T981D) In this

ler tells the story of two very dif
ferent families who are brought
together by an important com-
mon thread—the adoption of a
daughter from Korea. One adopting couple are “Bifjic
Americans, the other are a first-generation Iranian
American and his native Iranian bride. Soon, the df-
ferent cultures of these families meet in an unihsua
tense and personal way.
